5. What city was the largest ghetto in Poland in?

6. When dead bodies were put out in the street, why was all identification taken away from the person by their own family members?

7. What country did Hitler begin to attack in June of 1941?

8. How many miles did Hitler’s Army penetrate into the country within the first 2 months?

9. What fraction of Leningrad’s population died during Germany’s siege on the city?

10. How many days did the Russians hold out protecting the city?

11. How many Soviet Jews did the specially trained killing squads (Einsatzgruppen) hunt down, capture, and exterminate within the 1st 6 months of occupying part of the country?
12. What was “The Final Solution” that was decided on at a meeting of 15 Nazi officials in January of 1942?
13. What finally happened at the Warsaw ghetto at the conclusion of the month long uprising from the remaining Jews?

14. What country were the 6 largest death camps all located in?

15. How were most people that were to be exterminated transported to the camps?

16. How many days and nights did it take for Ernest Michel (a German Jew) to finally arrive at the camp?
17. What was the name of the camp (the largest death camp of all) that he finally arrived at?

18. What does the phrase “Arbeit Macht Frei” (written on the gates entering the camp) stand for?

19. What kind of music was frequently played when people were being exterminated at the camps?

20. If you were not killed immediately upon arrival to the camp, what did the Nazis brand onto your skin to identify you?

21. How long did it take for your body to give up if you were given the normal food rations at a death camp?

22. How did Alice Sylvester survive the gas chamber?

23. How long did it take (on average) for Zyklon B to cause death to people?

24. What were the ashes from the bodies used for?

25. What fraction of Europe’s Jews was eliminated by the Final Solution?
