Both countries invested heavily in nuclear weapons, which increased tension around the world.   Meanwhile, in Eastern Asia the U.S. enters the Korean War to contain the spread of communism.  Finally, in the U.S., many citizens become fearful that communism will spread throughout our nation.  The government begins conducting investigations of famous people and average citizens to make sure that’s not the case and put people’s minds at ease.  As the 1950s end, the 2 superpowers even begin to compete with each other in space.
