	Summary:    Foreign affairs dominate the presidential campaign of 1960 and the administration of John F. Kennedy.  He faces some of the most dangerous Soviet-American confrontations of the Cold War and steers the country clear of any major altercations between the 2 superpowers.  On the domestic front, Kennedy outlines a broad vision for progress he would like to see the country strives towards (The New Frontier), but Congress doesn’t agree.  His efforts are ended by his tragic assassination.  The succeeding president, Lyndon B. Johnson,  incorporates most of Kennedy’s vision into his own legislative agenda (The Great Society).  Most of Johnson’s proposals pass through Congress and make the national government more involved in people’s everyday lives.  Finally, many Supreme Court decisions of the 1960s reflect an era of liberal activism. People accused of crimes became greater protected from having due process denied to them and basic principles listed in the Bill of Rights followed along with by law enforcement agencies.
