	Summary:     America slowly involves itself in the war in Vietnam during the 1950s and early 1960s as it seeks to halt the spread of communism in Southeast Asia.  The U.S. eventually sends a large number of troops to fight in Vietnam by the mid 1960s, but the war quickly turns into a stalemate.  An antiwar movement emerges in the U.S., pitting those who oppose the government’s war policy against those who support it.  A shocking, coordinated, large-scale enemy attack, two assassinations and a chaotic political convention make 1968 the most explosive year of the decade.  From that point forward, our involvement in Vietnam gradually decreased.  The nation’s longest war ends, nearly 10 years and leaves a lasting impact on U.S. policy and American society.
